Bid – A signed offer or proposal to undertake a contract submitted by a bidder in response to and in 
consonance with the requirements of the bidding documents. Also referred to as Proposal and Tender. 
(2016 revised IRR, Section 5[c]) 
 
Bidder – Refers to a contractor, manufacturer, supplier, distributor and/or consultant who submits a bid 
in response to the requirements of the Bidding Documents. (2016 revised IRR, Section 5[d]) 
 
Bidding Documents – The documents issued by the Procuring Entity as the bases for bids, furnishing 
all information necessary for a prospective bidder to prepare a bid for the Goods, Infrastructure Projects, 
and/or Consulting Services required by the Procuring Entity. (2016 revised IRR, Section 5[e]) 
 
BIR – Bureau of Internal Revenue.

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Section II. Instructions to Bidders 
 
1. Scope of Bid 

 
 The Procuring Entity, Center for International Trade Expositions and Missions (CITEM) 

wishes to receive Bids for the Supply and Delivery of One (1) Unit Brand-New Vehicle – 
Multi-Purpose Vehicle (MPV), with identification number CITEM-2024-0119.  
 
The Procurement Project (referred to herein as “Project”) is composed of one lot, the details of 
which are described in Section VII (Technical Specifications). 

 
2. Funding Information 
 

2.1. The GOP through the source of funding as indicated below for FY2024 in the amount 
of One Million Three Hundred Eighty-Five Thousand Pesos (PHP 1,385,000.00). 
 

2.2. The source of funding is GOCC, the Corporate Operating Budget. 
 

3. Bidding Requirements 
 

The Bidding for the Project shall be governed by all the provisions of RA No. 9184 and its 2016 
revised IRR, including its Generic Procurement Manuals and associated policies, rules and 
regulations as the primary source thereof, while the herein clauses shall serve as the secondary 
source thereof.

This is without prejudice to Sections 74.1 and 74.2 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184 
allowing the GPPB to amend the IRR, which shall be applied to all procurement activities, the 
advertisement, posting, or invitation of which were issued after the effectivity of the said 
amendment.   
 
Additional requirements for the completion of this Contract shall be provided in the Special 
Conditions of Contract (SCC).   

 
2. Advance Payment and Terms of Payment 

 
2.1. Advance payment of the contract amount is provided under Annex “D” of the revised 

2016 IRR of RA No. 9184. 
 

2.2. The Procuring Entity is allowed to determine the terms of payment on the partial or 
staggered delivery of the Goods procured, provided such partial payment shall 
correspond to the value of the goods delivered and accepted in accordance with 
prevailing accounting and auditing rules and regulations.  The terms of payment are 
indicated in the SCC. 

 
3. Performance Security 

 
Within ten (10) calendar days from receipt of the Notice of Award by the Bidder from the 
Procuring Entity but in no case later than the signing of the Contract by both parties, the 
successful Bidder shall furnish the performance security in any of the forms prescribed in 
Section 39 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184.  
 

4. Inspection and Tests 
 

The Procuring Entity or its representative shall have the right to inspect and/or to test the Goods 
to confirm their conformity to the Project specifications at no extra cost to the Procuring Entity 
in accordance with the Generic Procurement Manual.  In addition to tests in the SCC, Section 
VII (Technical Specifications) shall specify what inspections and/or tests the Procuring Entity 
requires, and where they are to be conducted.  The Procuring Entity shall notify the Supplier in 
writing, in a timely manner, of the identity of any representatives retained for these purposes. 
 
All reasonable facilities and assistance for the inspection and testing of Goods, including access 
to drawings and production data, shall be provided by the Supplier to the authorized inspectors 
at no charge to the Procuring Entity.  

 
5. Warranty 

 
5.1 In order to assure that manufacturing defects shall be corrected by the Supplier, a 

warranty shall be required from the Supplier as provided under Section 62.1 of the 2016 
revised IRR of RA No. 9184.  

  
5.2 The Procuring Entity shall promptly notify the Supplier in writing of any claims arising 

under this warranty.  Upon receipt of such notice, the Supplier shall, repair or replace 
the defective Goods or parts thereof without cost to the Procuring Entity, pursuant to 
the Generic Procurement Manual. 
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6. Liability of the Supplier 

 
The Supplier’s liability under this Contract shall be as provided by the laws of the Republic of 
the Philippines.  

 
If the Supplier is a joint venture, all partners to the joint venture shall be jointly and severally 
liable to the Procuring Entity.

For purposes of the Contract, “EXW,” “FOB,” “FCA,” “CIF,” “CIP,” “DDP” and other trade terms 
used to describe the obligations of the parties shall have the meanings assigned to them by the 
current edition of INCOTERMS published by the International Chamber of Commerce, Paris.  
The Delivery terms of this Contract shall be as follows:
